ORDINANCE 281

AN ORDINANCE REDUCING SPEED LIMITS IN SCHOOL ZONES WITHIN THE TOWN OF CASCADE.

Section 1
Findings
 It is the findings of the Cascade Town Council, based upon an engineering and traffic investigation, that the speed limit of 25 mph within areas adjacent to the Cascade Public School is excessive and dangerous in relation to the relatively large number of pedestrians who are in the area at various times, most of whom are children, and that a speed limit of 15 mph in such school zones would be a reasonable and safe speed limit.

Section 2
Reduced speed limit
The speed limit for motor vehicle traffic on those portions of streets within the Town of Cascade, described as follows, is hereby set at 15 mph:




200 and 300 block of Central Avenue





100 block of 4th Street North

Section 3
Signs
Such traffic signs as are reasonable and necessary to notify the public of the reduced speed limit shall be posted.
